MINUTES:
Annual General Meeting  - February 8th, 2009
Based on average Sunday attendance, a quorum of 25 was required by our constitution.

The meeting, with 33 members present, was opened at 11.30 a.m. with a prayer by Rev. Smith.

2008 Minutes:

Motion to accept the 2008 minutes by Linda Saari, 2nd by Judy Cook. 

There was a unanimous vote in the affirmative.

Reports:

The moderator suggested that the meeting could go through all reports, engage in discussion as needed, and then vote on all reports together.

There was motion to do this by Bill Dunbar, 2nd by Judy Cook. 

There was a unanimous vote in the affirmative.

No issues were raised with the reports from the Clerk, Landscaping, Finance and Christian Ed

In the Ministers report, DWS added his appreciation for concern shown following Sarah’s death. Memorial funds are being directed toward a new sound system, new tables and the installation of shutters.

The Board of Outreach noted the addition of Deb Baron

The Diaconate noted the addition of Jeff Cleghorn.

In the Treasurers report, there was discussion about the increased cost of fuel oil, and explanation of why there were 2 elevator inspections, 

The Stewardship report was updated to show a current total of $53,632

In the Trustees report it was noted that the parsonage driveway was donated by CL Farwell Construction, and the replacement of the back door threshold was planned but not yet done.

There was no auditors report, and, since they had not met, no report from the Board of Pastoral Relations

The Trustees verbal report indicated that the tower repairs are complete. The ongoing projects at the church include classroom doors, exterior painting, repair of back door threshold, and installation of a balcony railing.

Motion to accept all reports by Jeff Cleghorn, 2nd by Barbara H.H.

There was a unanimous vote in the affirmative.

Proposals:

(1) The constitution calls for a 5-year review of our sponsorship of Cub Scout Den 260. A motion to continue this sponsorship was amended to include Venture Crew 260, and to explicitly state that this sponsorship be until 2013.  

The amendment proposed by Amy Fessenden, 2nd by Rena Duncklee, and the motion proposed by Bill Dunbar, 2nd by Larry Rencken each received a unanimous vote in the affirmative.

(2) The constitution needs to be modified to eliminate the Nominating Committee from the ‘Boards of the Church’ section. Each board is now responsible for its membership.

(3) Additions to boards with openings were proposed, namely

(4) Budget was presented and generated discussion and questions: 

Modifications to budget as presented were;

Add $480 to elevator inspection expenses

Increase copier maintenance to $883

Anticipate only $2000 from Game Dinner

Thus 

expected revenues become $90,053 

and

expected expenses become $99,880

The difference of $10,225 is partially offset by a carry-over, giving a net deficit of $5116 

It was noted that revenues are estimated on the low side, while expenses are estimated on the high side

The constitution calls for a balanced budget. 

It was proposed by Linda Saari, 2nd by Chris Hegarty to accept the amended budget, using unrestricted funds to achieve a balance, as needed, with a report back to the cabinet, quarterly.

This proposal received a unanimous vote in the affirmative.

BOARD OF STEWARDS

The Stewardship Campaign offered three options to church members in 2009:

1) Neighborhood Express (37 members were included)

2) letter in the mail (93 letters were sent)

3) print out,  fill in & send in a PDF document posted on the church website (12 members participated in this new option).

Sixty-two families responded to the campaign, for a total of $48,485 in pledges (as of 12/26/09), which is a decrease from last year.

FINANCE COMMITTEE

In spite of the severe economic and political turmoil of 2009, the Brookline Community Church finished calendar year 2009 way below our budget. Due to the restraint of many of the committees in not spending their budget allocation, and the exceptional fiscal responsibility of the church staff, we were able to offset the significant increases in energy costs. In addition, the exceptional generosity of the congregation provided an unexpected boost to our weekly church offering. However, looking to 2010, with a reasonable recovery of our trust income and applying the surplus from 2009 to the 2010 budget we have proposed a balanced budget for 2010. It is still quite troubling that we continue to have a significant drop in the pledge commitments. Should this trend continue, it would be necessary to either expend funds from the trust, cut back on programs or rely on the congregation’s generosity through collections and fund raising events to make up the expected shortfall. We have also provided a modest 3% increase to the church pastor and staff. They have not received an increase in their compensation for the past two years and the finance committee believes that this was a fair and responsible increase, especially given the small percentage of the overall budget.

In addition, our budget forecast includes revenue from the bingo and poker events that are scheduled throughout the year. Again, with the current economic conditions, it is unsure as to the reliability of this funding stream. We should consider alternative methods for fund raising should this revenue stream not meet our estimated expectations.

BOARD OF CHRISTIAN EDUCATION
The primary goal of the Board of Christian Education is to foster religious growth and to encourage individuals to integrate their Christian faith and values into their daily activities. A detailed overview of our program is provided in the Educational Ministries booklet, updated and published each September, available in hardcopy and on the church website (www.bccnh.org).

We strive to continuously improve our program and need your input to do so. You are welcome to provide input at any of our Board meetings (held the first Sunday of each month), our informal gathering in July, via phones calls, emails or by completing our periodic surveys. 

Highlights of Christian Education Offerings during the 2009 calendar year include:

Sunday School Program

· Due to inclement weather conditions, we started 2009 with the presentation of our 2008 Christmas Pageant, The Journey, during worship on January 4

· During the public school year, we held weekly Sunday school classes for children in Pre-School - Grade 2 based on the Worship Center (Montessori style curriculum) and for Grades 3 - 6 based on The Best of Whole People of God (lectionary based curriculum) 

· On May 31 we held our 2008-2009 End-of-Year Program celebrating Pentecost, followed by the Deacons’ Ice Cream Social. Service included the presentation of Bibles to three second graders.

· Following the summer break, Sunday school commenced on September 20 with a theme of “Understanding Discipleship” 

· On December 20 we enjoyed the Children’s Christmas Pageant, based on The Advent Tree, held during the church service and followed by refreshments and our traditional church Carol Sing 

Youth Programs

· Youth Group activities for the year were geared toward students in Grade 7-9

· On May 3 the Youth Group, along with several other members of our congregation, participated in the Crop Walk in Milford to raise funds to fight world hunger

· The Youth traveled to Waterville Valley on May 16 to attend the UCC Annual Meeting Conference and to meet other youth groups from throughout the state

· Two (2) Youth from our church participated in a week-long Mission Trip to Bridgeton, New Jersey in July, helping to repair homes for disadvantaged families 

· Our 2009-2010 Youth Group Program Year began with a “kick off” event held at the Merryman’s on September 27, adding three new members to our group

· On October 6 the Youth assisted with the reception for an Eagle Scout ceremony

· October 25 marked our Halloween event with a Pumpkin Prayer & carving activity 

· A very successful “Soup & Chili” Supper was held on December 6 following the Town Tree Lighting. The event resulted in a profit of $408, which is currently being held in the Youth Group fund pending a decision on how the teens would like to use the money. 

Adult Education

· From January – April the adult study groups concentrated on the Apostle Paul

· In October an evening study group began discussing the book, The Shack
“SonRock Kid’s Camp” Vacation Bible School (VBS)

· During the week of June 28 – July 2 thirty-one families (52 children and 40 teen/adult volunteers) gathered to join in bible stories, crafts, music, games and snacks as the children explored how kids can build their lives on the rock: Jesus!

· Part of being children of God is sharing God’s love and the children chose to collect items for SHARE in Milford this year (diapers, toiletries, and food staples) 

Administration

· Main focus was on “Safe Church Policies”, improving our process for background checks on people working with children and youth and an inspection by the Fire Department. The Trustees assisted in implementing the safety recommendations 

Cradle Roll

· Twelve (12) children are enrolled in this program, receiving newsletters on Christian growth activities for families with young children, Easter cards, Christmas cards, and Sunday school information as eligibility for enrollment nears

Intergenerational Worship

· February 8: Boy Scout Sunday service honoring town scouts, their leaders and the importance of faith and community service  

· February 22: service at the start of winter school vacation with a focus on Baptism

· “Unofficial” Intergenerational Service, March 8: Girl Scout Sunday with participation from Girl Scouts in our congregation only 

· April 26: Service at the start of spring school vacation 

· November 29 service incorporating a bead bracelet craft reminding us of all the things we have to be thankful for

· December 27 service with a story on the Legend of the Candy Cane 


Library

· A video series from the History Channel was added to our collection. This series covers topics such as: Moses, David, and the battles of the Bible. 

· The library has been reorganized to more prominently display current materials 

Member at Large

· The CE Board is working on an inspirational thoughts piece for publication in the church newsletter in 2010. The writing focuses on “Why Things Are the Way They Are and What You Can Do About it”. It incorporates the Great Commandment and the concept of “loving your enemy”. 

Other

· In the fall, the Board sponsored a “Crisis Management Briefing” and a “Spiritual Reflections” session to assist the community in coping with the Mont Vernon tragedy
